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Karachay-Balkar is an official language within Karachayevo-Cherkesiya and
Kabardino-Balkariya, two of the republics of the Russian Federation. It will normally
be encountered in Cyrillic script, in which case it should be romanized by means of
the Cyrillic-Roman table of correspondences given below.
